 In the late 90s Spectra set the bench mark for 

energy efficiency and reliability for onboard wa-

termaker systems with the introduction of the 

Spectra Clark PumpÊ. Spectra then introduced 

the MPC 5000 control leading to a whole new 

level of automation for the marine watermaker 

industry.  

 

 Spectra has now accomplished the same advan-

tages for the larger onboard systems, providing 

unparalleled energy efficiency while maintaining 

a time proven level of automation and overall 

system reliability in a unit that does not sacrifice 

valuable installation space.   

 

The Spectra Pearson Pump Ê (SP) is an en-

hancement of the well known reciprocating pis-

ton pump.  The top side of the SP  pump acts in 

the same manner as existing piston pumps with 

flow controlled by non - return valves.  The inno-

vative new feature is that the bottom side of this 

pump is used as a motor, driven by the high 

pressure reject flow from the membrane recover-

ing energy that would otherwise be wasted into 

the atmosphere, achieving energy efficiency lev-

els even higher than the venerable Spectra Clark 

PumpÊ.
